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This first half of the year 2025 God has enabled us to realize great Kingdom strides 
as we venture out to Safeguard children from the sexualization agenda

One of the focus areas has been equipping parents to process their own personal 
pain and trauma so that we all can rescue the children from a place of personal 
victory.

Only one who has experienced the free gift of God can faithfully disseminate it.



This year we direct our e�orts against the Sexualization agenda against our children 
focusing on four main heads of the vicious beast- , Abortion, Pornography, LGBTQ+ 
ideologies and CSE- Comprehensive Sexuality Education.

To arm parents against Abortion we have now a collaboration with Life Equip 
Global (LEG) an organization dedicated to providing Life Advocacy Training  that 
helps us combat the vice of killing the pre-born. This is a strategy devised by the 
enemy primarily against our women and girls.

Alarming statistics shared on the national platforms have sent jitters showing that 
married women have contributed to the huge numbers of abortion across the 
country.
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But Mzazi-IP is doing something 
about this. On January 7th-10th a 
team of 15 Mzazi-IP leaders from 
di�erent parts of the country partici-
pated in a roundtable conversation 
that was held in Mombasa to equip us 
as Pro-family trainers.

On the last day we met over 150 
pastors and Bishops to begin the roll 
out of our equipping programs across 
the country.

Since then Mzazi-IP members and 
leaders have been doing outreaches 
to youth and adults to o�er aware-
ness of the sacredness of the human 
life
